The amendments to §§849.1 - 849.3, 849.11, 849.12, 849.21 - 849.23, 849.41, 849.51, and 19 
849.52 are adopted without changes, to the proposed text as published in the May 6, 2022, issue 20 
of the Texas Register (47 TexReg 2705), and the adopted rule text will not be published. 21

PART I. PURPOSE, BACKGROUND, AND AUTHORITY 23 
The purpose for the amendments is to align Chapter 849 with Trade Adjustment Assistance for 24 
Workers Final Rule (TAA Final Rule). 25 
 26 
Trade Adjustment Assistance (TAA) is a federal entitlement program established by the Trade 27 
Act of 1974 to assist workers adversely impacted by foreign trade or the shifting of jobs from the 28 
United States to other countries. Workers who have lost or may lose their jobs because of their 29 
company's decline in production or sales due to increased imports or the outsourcing of jobs to 30 
foreign countries are potentially eligible for TAA services and benefits. 31 
 32 
On August 21, 2020, the United States Department of Labor Employment and Training 33 
Administration (ETA) released the TAA Final Rule, which is codified under 20 Code of Federal 34 
Regulations (CFR) Part 618. The final rule modernizes the TAA Program, consolidates all 35 
applicable program regulations into a single section of the CFR, removes outdated references to 36 
the Workforce Investment Act (WIA), and continues to align the TAA Program with the 37 
Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act (WIOA). The TAA Final Rule became effective on 38 
September 21, 2020. 39 
 40 
Texas Government Code, §2001.039, requires that every four years each state agency review and 41 
consider for readoption, revision, or repeal each rule adopted by that agency. TWC reviewed the 42 
rules in Chapter 849 and determined that the rules are needed, reflect current legal and policy 43 
considerations, and reflect current TWC procedures. The reasons for initially adopting the rules 44 
continue to exist and any changes to the rules are described in Part II of this preamble.  45

New §849.2(2), the definition for "Adversely affected incumbent worker," is added to align with the 22 
language of the TAA Final Rule. 23 
 24 
New §849.2(3), the definition for "Adversely affected worker," is added to align with the 25 
language of the TAA Final Rule. The subsequent paragraphs are renumbered accordingly. 26 
 27 
Current §849.2(5), the definition for "Employer-Based Training," is removed to align with the TAA Final 28 
Rule. The TAA Final Rule uses the term "Work-based training," and that term is defined in new 29 
§849.2(21).  30 
 31 
New §849.2(8) is added to define "Individual Employment Plan (IEP)." The TAA Final Rule uses the term 32 
"Individual Employment Plan (IEP)" instead of "Reemployment and Training Plan (REP)," and, therefore, 33 
the definition for REP in §849.2(9) is removed. 34 
 35 
Renumbered §849.2(9), the definition for "Job search allowance," is amended to remove the reference to a 36 
"cash" benefit and replace the term "trade-certified workers" with "trade-affected workers." 37 
 38 
New §849.2(10) is added to define "Labor market information." 39 
 40 
Renumbered §849.2(11) is amended to update the reference from WIA to WIOA. 41 
 42 
Renumbered §849.2(12), the definition for "Relocation allowance" is amended to replace the term "trade-43 
certified worker" with "trade-affected worker" and expand the definition to include that relocation of the 44 
worker's household and family can be supported if the wage is in at least the 75th percentile of national 45 
wages. 46 
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 1 
Renumbered §849.2(14) is amended to modify the definition of "Trade Act" to include reversions of the 2 
Trade Adjustment Assistance Reauthorization Act of 2015, referred to as Reversion 2021. 3 
 4 
New §849.2(15), formerly §849.2(12), is amended to update the definition of "Trade-affected 5 
worker" to include adversely affected workers and adversely affected incumbent workers. The 6 
TAA Final Rule uses the term "Trade-affected worker" in place of "Trade-Certified Worker," 7 
and, therefore, the definition of Trade-Certified Worker in §849.2(14) is removed. 8 
 9 
Renumbered §849.2(16) is amended to clarify that "Trade benefits" are benefits available to any member of 10 
a worker group certified by the United States Department of Labor as trade-affected. 11 
 12 
Renumbered §849.2(17) is amended to clarify that "Trade Readjustment Allowances" are a 13 
weekly allowance payable to adversely affected workers who meet the requirements outlined in 14 
the TAA Final Rule. 15 
 16 
Renumbered §849.2(20) is amended to update the reference from WIA to 29 United States Code 17 
Chapter 23.  18 
 19 
New §849.2(21) is added to provide the definition for "Work-based training." 20 
 21 
§849.3. Trade Service Strategy 22 
Section 849.3(a)(2) is amended to replace "demand occupations" with "in-demand occupations 23 
and the earning potential of those occupations" for the analysis of the local labor market. 24 
 25 
New §849.3(a)(3) is added to include "determine skill requirements of local in-demand 26 
occupations" to the analysis of the local labor market. The subsequent paragraphs are 27 
renumbered accordingly. 28 
 29 
Renumbered §849.3(a)(4) is amended to change "employment opportunities" to "job vacancy 30 
listings" and the skills necessary to obtain the jobs identified in the listings to align with the TAA 31 
Final Rule.  32 
 33 
Section 849.3(a)(4) is deleted to remove "identify employer-based training opportunities" from 34 
the analysis of the local labor market. 35 
 36 
Section 849.3(b) is amended to remove "coordinate various service delivery approaches." 37 
 38 
Section 849.3(b)(2) is amended to remove WIA core and intensive services to support rapid 39 
reattachment to the workforce and incorporates the WIOA term of career services. 40 
 41 
Section 849.3(b)(3) is deleted to remove the language that Local Workforce Development 42 
Boards (Boards) shall set local policy to "refer to prevocational and vocational training in 43 
demand and targeted occupations, or occupations in which there is a reasonable expectation of 44 
employment." The subsequent paragraph is renumbered. 45 
 46 
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Renumbered §849.3(b)(3) replaces the term "job" with "employment." 1 
 2 
Section 849.3(c) is deleted and the content relating to coenrollment is moved to new §849.21(c). 3 
The subsequent subsection is relettered. 4 
 5 
Relettered §849.3(c)(4) is amended to add group career counseling and clarify that the 6 
counseling described in §849.3 is available during the period the trade-affected worker receives 7 
Trade Readjustment Assistance. 8 
 9 
Relettered §849.3(c)(7) is amended to change the reference from REP to IEP and relettered 10 
§849.3(c)(10) is amended to change the reference from WIA to WIOA. 11 
 12 
Relettered §849.3(c)(11) is amended to include employment services. 13 
 14 
Relettered §849.3(c)(12) is amended to clarify that follow-up services are available during 15 
training. 16 
 17 
New §849.3(c)(13) adds the provision of employment statistics information, including the 18 
provision of accurate information relating to local, regional, and national labor market areas.  19 
 20 
SUBCHAPTER B. TRADE SERVICES RESPONSIBILITIES 21

Under the TAA Final rule, in some instances, 35 
multiple part-time jobs are allowable.  36

New §849.12(7) is added to include the trade-affected worker's responsibility to review labor 38 
market information and expected wage of the new occupation as required by the TAA Final 39 
Rule. The subsequent paragraphs are renumbered accordingly. 40

Renumbered §849.12(9) is amended to change "trade funded" to "trade-approved." 42 
 43 
Renumbered §849.12(10) is amended to change "academic status" to "academic standing," "trade 44 
funded" to "trade-approved," and "REP" to "IEP." 45

 15 
New §849.21(b)(3) is added to include the requirements for scheduling Rapid Response services. 16

Renumbered §849.21(b)(4) is amended to change "companies" to "employers." 19 
 20 
Renumbered §849.21(b)(5) is amended to clarify initial assessment requirements to align the 21 
TAA Program with WIOA.  22

New §849.21(b)(6) is added to include helping affected workers register in the state's labor 24 
exchange system.  25

Current §849.21(b)(5) and (6) are removed and the removed language is clarified in new 27 
§849.21(b)(3). 28

New §849.21(c)(1) and (2) is added to include the requirement of coenrollment of Trade-affected 30 
workers in the WIOA Dislocated Worker program as required in the TAA Final Rule. New 31 
§849.21(c)(2) describes the method to document instances when a trade-affected worker declines 32 
coenrollment. 33

§849.22. Postcertification of a Trade Petition 35 
Section 849.22(a)(1) is amended to replace language related to WIA  with language related to 36 
WIOA.  37 
 38 
Section 849.22(a)(2) is amended to change the reference from WIA to WIOA. 39

Section 849.22(b) is amended to replace the WIA term "intensive" with WIOA term "career 41 
services." 42 
 43 
Section 849.22(b) is amended to change the reference from REP to IEP. 44 
 45 
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Section 849.22(b)(1) - (9) is deleted to remove the REP requirements under WIA that are not 1 
required under WIOA. 2 
 3 
New §849.22(b)(1) - (5) is added to clarify the requirements of an IEP as described in the TAA 4 
Final Rule. 5 
 6 
Section 849.22(d) is amended to change "Agency's TAA unit" to "Agency's TAA State Office." 7 
 8 
§849.23. Training Referrals 9 
 10 
Section 849.23 is amended to remove "Referrals" from the section title to align with the language 11 
in the TAA Final Rule. 12 
 13 
Section 849.23(a)(1) is amended to clarify that TAA training requirements must be met under the 14 
TAA Final Rule.  15 
 16 
Section 849.23(a)(3) is amended to remove "occupationally specific" and add "be specific to the 17 
worker's occupational goal" to align with language in the TAA Final Rule. 18 
 19 
Section 849.23(a)(4) is amended to change the term "participant" to "trade-affected worker" to 20 
align with the TAA Final Rule.  21 
 22 
Section 849.23(a)(5) is amended to clarify that the worker is capable of completing and securing 23 
a degree or certificate within the maximum time frame. 24 
 25 
Section 849.23(b) is amended to change "intensive and training services" to "career and training 26 
services" to align with WIOA language. 27 
 28 
Section 849.23(b)(1) is amended to replace "employer-based training" with "work-based 29 
training" and new §849.23(b)(2) and (3) are added to include occupational and labor market 30 
information. The subsequent paragraphs are renumbered accordingly. 31 
 32 
Renumbered §849.23(b)(4) is amended to replace "contextual vocational skills" with 33 
"contextualized occupational training" to align with the TAA Final Rule. 34

SUBCHAPTER D. SUPPORT SERVICES   36

Section 849.41(a) is amended to update references from WIA to WIOA and remove "co-enrolled 40 
in WIA."

Section 849.41(b)(2) is amended to clarify transportation services are "local" and remove "that 44 
may be provided for participating workers" for clarity. 45

"dependent care" as support services under the TAA Program. 2

Section 849.41(b)(3) is removed to align with the definition of support services in the TAA Final 4 
Rule. 5

New §849.51(d) is added to include the requirement to inform trade-affected workers about the 14 
circumstances that lead to overpayments and  clarify that the Agency's TAA State Office makes 15 
final determination for overpayment requests. 16

§849.52. Discrimination Complaints 18 
Section 849.52(a) is amended to change the term "participant" to "trade-affected worker" to align 19 
with the TAA Final Rule.  20 
 21 
TWC hereby certifies that the adoption has been reviewed by legal counsel and found to be 22 
within TWC's legal authority to adopt. 23

For the purposes of this chaptersubchapter, 18 
references to the "Trade Act" include references to the federal statutes relating 19 
to the Trade Act of 1974, as amended; and 20

(3)     provision of Rapid Response services, as set forth in §849.21(b) of this 22 

chapter, following an announcement or notification of a permanent closure or 23 
mass layoff or the filing of a Trade Adjustment Assistance petitionupon receipt 24 
of a filed petition for Trade certification with the United StatesUS Department 25 
of Labor (DOL).  26 

 27 
(b)   The purposes of services to dislocated workers eligible for Trade benefits under the 28 

Trade Act are to:  29 
 30 

(1)     ensure that dislocated workers eligible for Trade benefits obtain suitable 31 
employment whenever possible and to return to employment as quickly as 32 
possibleare assisted in rapid reattachment to employment;  33 

 34 
(2)     fund such services to develop or enhance the vocational skills necessary to 35 

meet employers' needs when suitable employmentrapid reattachment to the 36 
workforce cannot be obtained; and  37 

 38 
(3)    provide other such services, as may be funded under state or federal programs, 39 

for post-employment activities, as needed. 40 
 41 
§849.2. Definitions. 42 

 43 
The following words and terms, when used in this chapter, shall have the following 44 
meanings unless the context clearly indicates otherwise.  45 

 46 
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(1)     Adversely affected employment--Employment in which workers are eligible to 1 
apply for Trade Adjustment Assistance (TAA). 2 

 3 
(2)     Adversely affected incumbent worker--An individual who:  4 
 5 

(A)    is a member of a worker group certified as eligible to apply for the TAA 6 
Program;  7 

 8 
(B)    has not been totally or partially separated from adversely affected 9 

employment; and  10 
 11 
(C)    is threatened with total or partial separation, as determined by the United 12 

States Department of Labor (DOL). 13 
 14 
(3)     Adversely affected worker--An individual, including an employer, who 15 

because of lack of work in adversely affected employment, has been totally or 16 
partially separated from such employment. 17 

 18 
(4)(1)     Alternative Trade Adjustment Assistance for Older Workers/Reemployment 19 

Trade Adjustment Assistance (ATAA/RTAA)--Benefits available to workers 20 
in an eligible worker group who are at least 50 years of age and who obtain 21 
different, full-time employment following separation from adversely affected 22 
employment, at wages less than those earned in the adversely affected 23 
employment. These workers may receive up to half of the difference between 24 
the worker's old wage and the new wage, as set forth in the Trade Act.  25 

 26 
(5)(2)     Benchmarking--Aa process conducted no less often than once every 60sixty 27 

(60) days and designed to monitor and ensure the worker progresses toward 28 
completing the approved training based on two criteria: 29 

 30 
(A)    Maintaining satisfactory academic standing; and 31 
 32 
(B)    Staying on schedule to complete training within the time frame identified 33 

in the approved training plan. 34 
 35 

(6)(3)     Bona fide applicationFide Application for trainingTraining--Anyany 36 
document developed by a Board or provided by the AgencyCommission that 37 
meets the requirements of 20 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) 38 
§617.3(h)(1)(i), and is signed and dated by the participant, which includes the 39 
participant's name, Trade petition number, and specific occupational training. 40 

 41 
(7)(4)     Contextualized learningContextual Learning--Learninglearning, which 42 

includes English and basic skills, presented in the context of the selected 43 
vocational skills training. 44 

 45 
(8)     Individual employment plan (IEP)--A revisable document containing an 46 
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ongoing strategy, jointly developed by the trade-affected worker and the case 1 
worker, identifying the worker's employment goals and appropriate 2 
achievement objectives. 3 

 4 
(5)     Employer-Based Training--training services specifically designed to meet an 5 

employer's staffing and skill needs, including on-the-job and customized 6 
training, and apprenticeship programs.  7 

 8 
(9)(6)     Job search allowance--BenefitSearch Allowance--cash benefit provided to 9 

trade-affectedTrade-certified workers to support out-of-area job search when 10 
suitable employment is not available within the Commission-established local 11 
commuting area. 12 

 13 
(10)   Labor market information--Information used to measure expected job market 14 

conditions that include, but are not limited to, job order activity, short-term 15 
projections data, job vacancy surveys, business visitation programs, and local 16 
and regional strategic plans. 17 

 18 
(11)(7)    Rapid Response servicesServices--Asas defined by Workforce Innovation 19 

and Opportunity Act §3(51)WIA §134; 20 CFR Part 652, Subpart. C; 20 CFR 20 
§§665.300, 665.310, and 665.320§665.300, §665.310, §665.320; and the Trade 21 
Act.  22 

 23 
(12)(8)   Relocation allowance--A cash benefit provided to a trade-affected 24 

workerTrade-certified worker to support relocation of the worker's household 25 
and family when suitable employment or employment that pays a wage of at 26 
least the 75th percentile of national wages is not available to the worker within 27 
the Commission-established local commuting area and relocation is necessary 28 
to secure suitable employment. 29 

 30 
(9)     Reemployment and Training Plan (REP)--An employability development plan 31 

and service strategy that identifies the results of a comprehensive and objective 32 
assessment of the participant's knowledge, skills, abilities, and interests; 33 
employment goals; a description of training services; the appropriate 34 
combination of services for the participant to achieve employment goals and 35 
objectives; and benchmarks for successful completion of the plan. 36 

 37 
(13)(10)   Suitable employmentEmployment--Anyany employment that meets the 38 

requirements of 19 United States Code (USC) §2296, (as referenced in 20 CFR 39 
Part 618,617 Subpart FC, Reemployment Services, and in particular 40 
§618.610(a)(1)§617.22(a)(1)(i)), which is employment that results in work of 41 
ana substantially equal or higher skill level as compared to the worker's past 42 
adversely affected employment, with wages of not less than 80 percent of the 43 
worker's average weekly wage.  44

(14)(11)   Trade Act--Thethe federal statutes relating to Trade Adjustment Assistance 46 
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and Trade Readjustment Allowances. For purposes of this chapterrule, 1 
references to the "Trade Act" shall include references to the federal statutes 2 
relating to the Trade Act of 1974, as amended, which include the Trade 3 
Adjustment Assistance Reform Act of 2002; the Trade and Globalization 4 
Adjustment Assistance Act of 2009; the Omnibus Trade Act of 2010; the 5 
Trade Adjustment Assistance Extension Act of 2011; and the sunset provisions 6 
of the Trade Adjustment Assistance Extension Act of 2011, referred to as 7 
Reversion 2014; and reversion provisions of the Trade Adjustment Assistance 8 
Reauthorization Act of 2015, referred to as Reversion 2021.  9

(15)   Traded-affected worker--A category including both adversely affected workers 11 

and adversely affected incumbent workers. 12

(12)   Trade-Affected Worker--any dislocated worker, as defined in WIA §134, or 14 

secondarily impacted worker as referenced in 19 USC §2272, who states that 15 
his or her job was adversely affected by trade, and has filed, or whose 16 
company has filed, or who has been assisted in filing a petition for Trade 17 
certification with the US Department of Labor (DOL) 18 

 19 
(16)(13)   Trade benefitsBenefits--Benefitsbenefits available to any member of a 20 

worker group certified by DOL as trade-affecteddislocated workers certified by 21 
DOL as eligible for Trade benefits, which are funded through the federal Trade 22 
program administered by DOL.  23 

 24 
(14)   Trade-Certified Worker--any worker meeting the definition of trade-affected 25 

worker who is covered by a certification of eligibility as a result of a petition 26 
and determination of certification under 19 U.S.C. §2273 by the Secretary of 27 
DOL.  28 

 29 
(17)(15)   Trade Readjustment Allowances (TRA)--A weekly allowance payable to 30 

an adversely affected worker who meets the requirements of 20 CFR Part 618, 31 
Subpart GIncome support benefits available to certain trade-affected workers.  32
